This dissertation sought to reveal the efforts made by Abi Jafar Mohamed Bin al- Hasan al- Tusi who died in (460) hijri and was one of the famous Moslem scientists greatly affected the progress of scientific development especially in the fields of jurisprudence, principles and interpretation.

The research specialized in revealing his semantic efforts in interpretation that is considered one of the most important publications; it is a preface, two sections and five chapters. The first section tackled individual semantics and included three chapters. The first and second chapters tackled the phonetic and syntactic semantics and it was clear that al- Tusi was aware of many semantic aspects in phonetic composition of the Holly Quran as well as his awareness of syntactic semantics as to the semantic of names verbs, letters and alternation of forms.

The second chapter included the semantic relations between the pronunciations in three  researches , semantic synonymy and differences, the verbal and contrastive participation, and the semantic synonymy    . It revealed the efforts of al- Tusi in these three researches who was interested in the semantic differences in pronunciations emphasizing on rareness  of full synonymy and spreading of less than  synonymy . He was also interested in homonymy and contrast and gave the context a great role in specifying its semantic. And in the research of antonymy we found him describing pictures of antonymy in the holly Quran putting them in groups drawing on what modernists mentioned.   

The third chapter tackles the semantic change in pronunciation in three researches, specification of semantics, generalization of semantics and the change in semantic field. This chapter revealed the contributions of al- Tusi and his special semantic stands in this field drawing on the attitudes of modernists and even came before them.

The second section specialized in the compound semantics and it comprises two chapters, the first one on the grammatical semantics which came in four researches: semantics of meaning of speech, semantics and types of sentences, semantics of syntax and semantics of letters.

In this chapter, al-Tusi registered special presence and attention as he established many semantic aspects in syntax as to predicate, composition, versification, nominal clause, verbal clause, conditional clause, the impact of syntax on meaning, semantics of prepositions, conjunctions, condition and apocopate in holly Quran.

The second chapter of this section is entitled context and its semantics, and it tackled the concept of context and its three types: verbal, situational, and mental as well as the impact of context in determining pronunciation of semantics of the Holly Quran and al- Tusi made use of these three contexts in his interpretation.

It also tackled the impact of context in directing semantics as to semantic proportionality, and generalization and specification and its impact on determining imperative semantics and common pronunciation.

I ended my research with conclusion in which I summarized the major results followed by list of bibliography that included some (490) modern and old books in language, syntax, interpretation, rhetorics, jurisprudence, principles and others.
