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ALJUABAT in The Expressions of The Holy Quraan
The origin of the idea of this subjecte has been mentioned by Ibn Faris (390 H) in his book ( AL-Sahiby ) in ( the bab when its expanalation is separete from it and comes with it in the same sura or in another sura ) . After presenting number of examples from wholy Quraan, Ibn Faris states that ( this book is many in the Quraan ) , and that ( he has abook celled ( Aljuabat ) . This book is considered , as a result of investigation , as one of the rare classical book , therefore I decid to stud it for its seriousness .

My study of this subject includes the expressive side of the subject of Aljuabat . So it is inclusive for all the text of significance to this subject . Starting by the voice of the letter, when it is required by the investigation , then the single and command words and their meanings in linguistics . In addition to what is related to it , the hidden meanings whichare allowed to be used , or in the structures , or syllables , or words , when they function as subject of a normalsentence or , predicate , or subject , or object or adjective or accusative and so on . Or whether it is definite or indefinite or it is plural or singular or it has been clefted and so on . The investigation ended with the structure eith the aim of explaining the meanings and signs within it .

The nature of the study claimed that it must be divedid into introduction and five chapters . in the introduction ( the concept of Al juabat and its techniques ) has been discussed in two sections . The first is concerned with the concepts of answer , respond , and reply , the exchanges and the relationship between them , aswell as the or igin of the concept of Al juabat In the second section , techniques of answer , including techniques of agreement and acceptance , techniques of disagreement and other techniques has been discussed .

Chapter One implies studying ( the explanatory and exegetic answers) in two section , the first , is the explanatory answers , and they can be used for appearentquestion or for covernt question with vowles or other . The second secotion discusses the exegetic answers , these are exegesis for qshing context which is of two types : appearent question and covernt question . Or exegesis for telling context which is , also , of two types : related with it in the context , and separate from it .

In Chapter two ( answers of ewfusal and negation ) has been discussed in two section . The first is concerned with the answers of negation a statement and answers of negation a composition . In the second , answers of refusal , which is of two types , literal refusal and structural refusal . 

Chapter three studies ( answers of  and similarity ) in two section , in the first The Opposite Answers  which are of two kinds the opposite with the contexts of statement and the opposite with compositional contexts .

The second is concerned with answers of similarty , also of two types:similarity in pronun ciation and structural similarity .

Chapter four concentrated on answers in dialogues . It is divided in two sections , the first is the dialogue in the Present World and it contains the dialogue between Al Bari and the prophets or Messengers , or between Prophets or Messengers and their relatives or their population , and other dialogues .

The second section is concerned with dialogue in the Hidden World which is of two types dialogue of normals which implies the dialogue between AL Bari and the Angles , Prophets and Messengers His Conversation to the goddess , blasphemers and Iblees , the dialogue between Angles and the blasphemers , or people in Heaven and people in Hell , and dialogue among blasphemeres .

The second type is the dialogue of the abnormals .

Chapter five investigated the Invocative  answers and in phenomena of expressions in answers of the Quraan , It is in three section :

The first : The Clear Invocation Answers .

The secon : expression refers to the answering . 

The third : is a phenomena of expression in the answers in the Quraan.

The investigation has concluded to a certain findings . From these finding is that explanation has several faces , answers can be are flection techniques of expression for all that are varied .

- From it that exegetic expression of occur immediately to the preceding context . without out any intrusive , therefor it is empty of the Instructing or any other forms of saying which precede the explanatory answers . the exegsis expression , als varied , it may occur in nominal structures whose Subject of a normal sentence has been deleted , or occure in adjectival structure , or verbal structure . It always occure with references to the Fright and Dread , glorifying this kind of answers .

Most of the negative answers except Ibrahams (blesshim) answer , were a reply for the blasphemers or the obstinates and deniers from them . Then the references of Accusing , Cynic , reproaching orgiving up occur always with them .

- And the saying of No ( roughly ) as refusal , does not agree with number of expressive texts in the Quraan which must be considered as origin insteed of others in putting the rules or meenings that the the techniques expressed .    

- The most significant meanings and references of similarity are for reporting and assuring the matter or accepting it , as well as the effect of the repitition of the voice and repitition in agroup of voices , in creating the required feeling in the receiver through this kind of significant thickening .

- It has been mentioned in the kinds of dialogues between Al Bari and the Prophets and Messengers , the difference in the levels of the speakers. And the dialuge -often- is not short , since the speakers exchange turns of speaking . Such dialogues occur in stories told as examples for showing the mircolous flow of the Events in the thesis and supernaturals .

Gods dialogue implies imparative which must be applied . while that of the Prophets and Messengers is that of obying and submitting to God , the most greatest .

- Where as sign of exclamation and exclusion characterize the dialogues between Prophets and the Angles.

Most of the meanings which are the centre of the answers of the dialogue in the Hidden World are meanings of disperate the Despairing and Regretting and regret from the blasphemers and liers , as wellas the confessing and truth in answers , since there is no lies in this day . 

Styles of expression in the answers of the Hidden World are chaeacterized by being short and brachylogy or being simple circumlocution . 

They were short in the dialogue which do not accept discussion as in  the speech of the blasphemers to Gog or to the Angles or to the people in Heaven . They were simple in the dialogues of accusations , as in God speech to Jesus Christ , or the dialogues among the blasphemers themsdves .

- Among the phenomena of expressions in answers is that the answer may comes as a story , and this required telling indetails by mentioing certain events which are related to the question or as expressive statement, which is a significant style in the answers in the Wholy Quraan.

- Also , from them , that the answer occur in action not in saying as in Jesus Christ s reply which was in action that is pronouncing not saying when his mother refered to him when they accused her .

- The answer may be deleted after a question not a statement , and the reference for this answer is in events or the circumstances of the question which is called context of situation . Or the statement after the question may include the meaning of the answer which is called context .

- Answers in the Wholy Quraan has employed several techniques whose central core is the faces of syntactic eloquence which are related with semantics .
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
