There is no doubt that there is growing interests in studying terms of 
sciences of the Holy Quran and sciences of the Authentic Tradition of the 
Prophet in both languages: Arabic (by students and researchers specializing 
in Islamic Studies in English) and English (by students and researchers 
specializing in Islamic studies speaking in Arabic). The Holy Quran and the 
Prophet's Tradition are the two main sources of Islamic theology and 
Islamic law. There is therefore a need for scientific research to collect, 
organize and translate terms provided in both Arabic and English languages. 
 

The importance of this research lies in two main considerations. First, 
responding to the urgent need for a scientific research that collects, 
organizes and translates the terms of the sciences of the Holy Quran and the 
sciences of the Prophet's Tradition. Second, is filling the gap in current 
Islamic literature in which almost all Islamic dictionaries are in Alphabetical 
Order and a large category of readers cannot benefit from them because of 
the dispersion of terms that relate to one subject in various areas. For 
example, the reader who would like to look at the term "abrogation" needs 
to search most sections in these dictionaries. Thus, the following terms 
"explicit abrogation", "implicit abrogation", "total abrogation", and "partial 
abrogation" will be found respectively under "E", "I", "T", and "P" letters. 
This research will fill this gap in both Arabic and English literatures and 
deal with the current defects by adopting the Subject Order method. 
Consequently, the entire book will be classified according to subject, both at 
the macro and micro levels. Thus, for instance, all terms related to 
"abrogation" will be put under the subject of abrogation. 
 

The scientific method used by the researcher can be summarized in 
three points, respectively:  

(١) Collecting terms of sciences of the Holy Quran and sciences of the 
Prophet's Tradition from the primary sources in these sciences (i,e., 
terms of subjects of sciences of the Holy Quran were mainly collected

(٢) Organizing and ordering of terms according to the Subject Order 
method at both the macro and micro levels. 

(٣) Translating terms into the English language. 
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The research was divided into two chapters. The first chapter deals with 
terms of the sciences of the Holy Quran, and consists of thirteen sections: ١) 
The Meaning of the Noble Quran; ٢) Characteristics of the Noble Quran; ٣) 
Names of the Noble Quran; ٤) Revelation; ٥) Descent of the Quran; ٦) The 
First and the Last Revelation of the Quran; ٧) Knowledge about the 
Reasons for Reveling the Quran; ٨) Revealing the Quran in Seven Modes; 
٩) Makkan and Madinan Revelations; ١٠) Collection of the Quran; ١١) 
Interpreting the Text; ١٢) Abrogation; and ١٣) Inimitability of the Quran. 
The second chapter reviews terms of the sciences of the Prophet's Tradition, 
which contains six main sections: ١) The Meaning of the Prophet's 
Tradition; ٢) Characteristic Methods of Learning and Teaching the 
Prophet's Tradition; ٣) Compilation of the Prophet's Tradition; ٤) The 
Divine Tradition; ٥) The Prophetic Tradition and Its Types; and ٦) The 
Sciences of Tradition.

both the macro and micro levels; (٣) Translating of those terms into the English 
language. 

 

The research was divided into two chapters. The first chapter deals with the 
terms of the sciences of the Holy Quran, which consisted of thirteen sections: the 
meaning of the Noble Quran, characteristics of the Noble Quran, names of the 
Noble Quran, revelation, descent of the Quran, the first and the last revelation of 
the Quran, knowledge about the reasons of descending the Quran, descending the 
Quran in seven modes, Makkan and Madinan revelations, collection of the Quran, 
interpreting the text, abrogation, and inimitability of the Quran. The second chapter 
reviews the terms of the sciences of the Prophet's tradition, which contained six 
main sections: the meaning of the Prophet's tradition, characteristics methods of 
learning and teaching the Prophet's tradition, compilation of the Prophet's tradition, 
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the divine tradition, the Prophetic tradition and its types, and the sciences of 
tradition.  
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
